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APPENDIX C: FGTS UPDATE PROCESS

Freight Data collection

The freight system in Washington state has many transportation partners with varying roles and
responsibilities. Public entities, including state and local jurisdictions own and are responsible for a
significant portion of the freight infrastructure used to move freight throughout Washington. The private
sector is responsible for some of this infrastructure, in particular a large percentage of the railroads
across the state. This section details the data sources and data collection procedures used to gather freight
data from various entities for different components of the freight transportation network.

Truck FGTS data collection and tonnage estimation

The data source for truck FGTS corridor classification is truck volume data collected from vehicle
classification counts, which are used to estimate the annual truck tonnage on specific truck routes.

Trucks are defined by the Federal Highway Administration’s Vehicle Classification Guide (Figure 7), which
is then grouped into three categories for traffic volume counting and reporting purposes:

» Single Units - a single vehicle that carries cargo on the same chassis as the power unit and cab,
regardless of the number of axles. FHWA vehicle classes 5 to 7 are considered as single unit trucks.

e Double Units - a 2-unit vehicle, normally a truck and trailer with four to six axles. This category
includes FHWA vehicle class 8 to 10.

e Trains (Triple Units) - normally a tractor and two trailers. This category includes FHWA vehicle classes 11
to 13.

Since the FGTS roadway network is multijurisdictional, truck volume and corridor classification data were
requested directly from corresponding agencies which have ownership of the roadway segments.

State Highway, County Road, and City FGTS Data Collection

Truck volume data for state highways was collected from WSDOT traffic counters, and volume data for
state ferry routes was collected by Washington State Ferries from points of sale within the marine highway
network. For those locations with only total volume data reported, the truck volume data was estimated as a
percent of total volume using the truck percentage from counts taken during a prior year or observed at the
closest relevant location providing truck classification data.

FGTS reporting segments are established by breaking state highways into relatively comparative
segments, which consider factors such as major freight origins, destinations, freight traffic pattern changes
etc. Traffic volume and truck percentage data collected at point locations are first assigned to highway
sections, and then aggregated at FGTS reporting segment levels. Truck volume is calculated as a weighted
average and used to estimate gross truck tonnage for that entire segment.

Forlocal and regional freight data collection, WSDOT coordinated with metropolitan and regional
planning organizations (MPOs/RTPOs), and the County Road Administration Board (CRAB) to request
data from cities, counties, and ports between March and June 2023. Local jurisdictions and
MPOs/RTPOs were requested to review the 2021 FGTS list of truck freight route and provide updated
corridor classification and post-COVID truck volume data and tonnage when available. WSDOT also
hosted a webinar for local and regional partners to provide guidance for the 2023 FGTS data request
completion process.

Railroad and Waterway data collection

WSDOT solicited 2022 freight rail inventory and volume data from Class | and short line railroads
between May and June 2023, requesting rail owner and operator information, rail mileage, track
classification, track weight, and annual freight gross tonnage.

For waterway data collection, WSDOT gathered cargo tonnage data by waterways from the Waterborne

Commerce of the United States 2021, Part 42, published by U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Institute for
Water Resources.

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Data validation, reconciliation and visualization

After receiving the data submittals from various entities, WSDOT took a four-step approach to create the
freight corridor inventory, validate those designations and reconcile corridor classification as illustrated by
exhibit 4:

1.

Data compilation - the freight route information and supporting data collected from various entities
across the state was compiled and consolidated to generate a comprehensive freight corridor
inventory.

Data validation —the FGTS freight corridor listand GIS data were reviewed and validated by:

° verifying corridor designation with supported data that meets FGTS classification criteria

° examining freight data reliability and accuracy

° reviewing the strategic freight corridors forcomprehensive network connectivity throughout the FGTS
system

° identifying inconsistencies in corridor classification across jurisdictional boundaries.

Data reconciliation — necessary adjustments were made based on data validation results from step 2 to
correct inaccurate data, fill data gaps, and reconcile corridor classification. WSDOT has also
communicated with MPOs/RTPOs, the County Road Administration Board, and cities to validate data
quality and resolve classification discrepancies as needed. All classification adjustments to city and
county freight routes were confirmed with corresponding data submitters. The following are some
data reconciliation rules applied under this step:

° questionable data may be removed to ensure data quality.

° corridors not meeting these criteria may have classification adjusted or removed from
consideration based on supporting data.

¢ parallel one-way routes functioning as one freight corridor to serve different directions of truck traffic,
are assigned to the corresponding classification based on the combined tonnage of two routes;

° gaps in a freight network, such as missing connections, are filled to ensure network connectivity

along the length of that corridor.

¢ freight corridors designated in previous FGTS updates, with no recent data collected or reported,

were defaulted to their 2021 classification by assuming no significant changes in freight traffic
patterns.

routes with inconsistent classifications may be reconciled and adjusted to ensure network continuity
based on available information or data verification with the submitting organization.

Data visualization — Individual freight corridor locations were geocoded and mapped in ArcGIS to
visualize the entire freight network in Washington State. GIS data created for modal corridors
was published and made available to the public via WSDOT’s online interactive map

APPENDIX D: DATALIMITATIONS

The accuracy and completeness of the FGTS roadway designations are limited by the availability and
resources gathered to obtain full truck classification counts. During this year's update process the truck
FGTS network revealed data gaps in road networks, presented challenges for validating designations, and
illuminated corridor inconsistencies based on those limitations. Many local jurisdictions have resource
constraints which can limit comprehensive collection and reporting of FGTS data every two years.
WSDOT continued to use classification information from the 2021 FGTS update for local jurisdictions
without recent freight route information, which assumed no significant change in truck volume or tonnage.
WSDOT will continue to coordinate with local partners to improve the collection, data quality and accuracy of
the FGTS system process in future updates.

Railroad tonnage data was collected from railroads operating in Washington similarly to truck freight
data collection. Sometimes data collection can be a challenge for short line railroads due to lack of data.
WSDOT does not publish individual railroad volume or tonnage data as many rail corridors are owned by private
companies that maintain proprietary and confidentiality standards.

Trucks are defined based on Federal Highway Administration’s 13 vehicle classification. To aid in calculating annual

tonnage, trucks are divided into three categories:

Single units —a single vehicle that carries cargo on the same chassis as the power unit and cab, regardless of the
number of axles. FHWA vehicle classes 5 to 7 are classified as single unit trucks.

Double units — a 2-unit vehicle, normally a truck and trailer with four to six axles. This category includes FHWA

vehicle class 8 to 10.

Trains — normally a tractor and two trailers. This category includes FHWA vehicle classes 11to 13.
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In calculating the approximate annual gross truck tonnage, please use following truck weight values for different types
of freight corridors. WSDOT validated the truck weight values based on 2019 vehicle weight data collected from
WSDOT weigh-in-motion sites and consulted with counties, County Road Administration Board, and MPOs/RTPOs
on the truck tonnage estimation approach in early 2021. Different weight values are adopted to appropriately address
the feedback received from different stakeholder groups.

Iftruck types are unknown, an average weight of 12 tons per truck can be used, which is the weighted average of three
truck types based on the share of highway truck miles traveled by truck type?®.

Calculation Examples

Foran example of the tonnage calculation, we will assume following average daily traffic count data were obtained
from vehicle classification counters for a city street:

Vehicle Type Count by Type Traffic Percentage
Single-unit trucks 254 10.6%
Double-unit trucks 194 8.1%
Triple-unit Trucks 17 0.7%
Cars and Buses 1935 80.6%
Total 2400 100.0%

The annual tonnage can be calculated for this city street based on the formula below:
(ADT * traffic percentage of single-unit trucks * average gross weight for singles * 250 working days per year)
+ (ADT * traffic percentage of double-unit trucks * average gross weight for doubles * 250 working days per year)
+ (ADT * traffic percentage of triple-unit trucks * average gross weight for triples * 250 working days per year)
= freight in tons per year.
or, for the example above:
(2400 * 10.6% * 8 * 250)
+ (2400 * 8.1% * 26 * 250)
+ (2400 * 0.7% * 35 * 250)

= 1,919,400 tons per year, or a T-3 class roadway or street.

" Default truck weight values from previous FGTS update are adopted for county roads to meet county engineer’s preference and better
capture the usage of rural county roads for heavy agricultural loads.

2 Truck weight values for city streets and state highways are based on 2019 vehicle weight data collected from WSDOT weigh-in-motion
sites on the state highway system. This reflects the feedback received from MPOs and RTPOs during 2021 FGTS update. 2021
data is consistent with 2019 and did not change truck weight value measurements

®  In2019, the single-unit trucks accounted for 79% of highway truck vehicle miles traveled (VMT) in WA, double-unit trucks accounted for
17%, and triple-unit trucks accounted for the remaining 4%.
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If the truck type distribution is not known, following method of calculation can be made using an average weight of 12
tons per truck:

ADT * percenttrucks * average truck weight * working days in a year
= freight tonnage

or
2400 *19.4% * 12 * 250

= 1, 396, 800 tons per year, or a T-3 class of roadway or street.

If daily traffic count data is not available but 4-hour manual count data is known, then an approximation of the truck
volume would be the 4-hour count multiplied by 3; this “12-hour” method is less accurate, butitis quick and provides a
reasonable estimate. If a person counts traffic for four hours and records 79 single trucks, 60 double trucks, and 5
train trucks, the annual tonnage can be calculated as below:

(79*3* 8*250)
+ (60 * 3 * 26 * 250)
+(5* 3 *35*250)

= 1,775,250 tons per year, or a T-3 class of roadway or street.

The first method is the most reliable approach and recommended for estimating truck tonnage. The other two
methods are less accurate and can be used if truck percentage data by types or a full day of classification count data is
not available.
