Bulb-outs / Curb Extensions
with Bicycle
Accommodation™

Leading Pedestrian Interval Gives the “Walk” sign a few seconds before turning the light
(LPI) green, giving the pedestrian a head start.

Prevents possible conflicts with turning vehicles for crossing
Prohibit Right Turns on Red pedestrians and improves the effectiveness of the other
Improvements.
