“The legislature finds that scenic and
recreational highways are designated
because of a need to develop management
plans that will protect and preserve the
scenic and recreational resources from loss
through inappropriate development..”

State Law: RCW 47.39.020
Scenic and Recreational Highway Act of 1967



Funding Priorities - Signage

“The department of transportation shall place high
priority on obtaining funds from those sources
[National Scenic Byways and Transportation
Enhancement] for further development of a scenic
and recreational highways program, including
enhancement projects on the designated scenic
and recreational highway system. The department
shall consider the use of the designated system by
bicyclists and pedestrians in connection with non-
motorized routes In the trails plan and the state
bicycle plan...”

State Law: RCW 47.39.080

Washington’s Transportation Policy Goals

These policy goals are intended to be the basis for establishing detailed
and measurable objectives and related performance measures...

Preservation: To maintain, preserve, and extend the life and utility of
prior investments in transportation systems and services;

Safety: To provide for and improve the safety and security of
transportation customers and the transportation system;

Mobility: To improve the predictable movement of goods and people
throughout Washington state;

Environment: | To enhance Washington's quality of life through
transportation investments that promote energy
conservation, enhance healthy communities, and
protect the environment; and

Stewardship: To continuously improve the quality, effectiveness, and efficiency
of the transportation system.
