• Mukilteo/Clinton: regular weekday schedule  
• Edmonds/Kingston: regular weekday schedule  
• Seattle/Bainbridge: holiday schedule  
• Seattle/Bremerton: regular weekday schedule  
• Fauntleroy/Vashon/Southworth: holiday schedule  
• Point Defiance/Tahlequah: holiday schedule  
• Seattle/Vashon passenger-only: not in service on holiday
