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Night work for Northeast Points Drive retaining wall OVemBer

Nighttime truck haul starts Dec. 3, runs through the end of January 2013

Starting as soon as Dec. 3, crews will begin nighttime hauling activities as they continue work on a 1,500-
foot-long retaining wall along the south side of Northeast Points Drive. Crews will work day and night shifts
to complete this work as quickly as possible. Wet, rainy weather could influence the schedule of this work.

When will work take place?
» Daytime — 7 a.m. to 3 p.m., Monday through Friday
e Nighttime — 7 p.m. to 5 a.m., Monday through Thursday

How will residents be affected?

 Construction noise — Nearby residents may hear back-up alarms, trucks, bulldozers, rollers and
generators.

* Truck traffic — Up to seven trucks per hour will travel westward from Bellevue Way Northeast, unload fill
dirt along the south side of Northeast Points Drive, then continue along a construction haul road to 92nd
Avenue Northeast.

How will the wall be built?

During day shifts, crews will place dozens of concrete wall panels to form the retaining wall. At night, crews
will unload the fill dirt and compact it with bulldozers and rollers. The retaining wall is scheduled to be
complete by the end of January 2013.
