 Drain to Stream Marking
The Northwest Regional Hydraulic and Water Quality Office, along with the Northwest Region Plan Review Office have developed a “Drain to Stream Marking.”  A detail and special provision are attached for your use on non-limited access highway sections where stormwater runoff is collected and discharged to adjacent receiving water bodies. 

This “Drain to Stream Marking” shall be installed adjacent to drainage structures along the roadway where the general public may view them.  The purpose of providing these markings is to provide public education as part of WSDOT’s National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Phase II permit requirements. 

Please have your designers include the “Drain to Stream Marking” on your projects.
