Based on data collected in 2009 and visual estimates made in 2010, survival of planted woody
species is estimated to be greater than 80 percent.

Because survival of planted woody species becomes less relevant and more difficult to measure
reliably after three years, monitoring efforts were shifted to estimating woody cover on this site.
There is a dramatic difference in the success of plantings in the relatively small planting areas
that are directly under the bridges compared to the rest of the site. On the majority of the site
(those areas not directly beneath the bridges) native woody cover is estimated at about 45



percent and the plantings appear healthy and vigorous. Beneath the bridges native woody cover
is estimated at about five percent and survival is low.

No signs of erosion of the stream banks were observed during monitoring.
