AIRCREW

1.  In everything we do today, let’s do it safely.  No accidents.  No mishaps.  No injuries.

	2.  As aircrew, practice good CRM.  Talk to one another.  Rehearse what you are going to do.  Put 	together a good plan and then execute that plan.     

	3.  Practice sterile cockpit and cockpit discipline.  Do not get distracted, especially during the critical 	phases of flight – Pre-Flight and Taxi Phase, Flight Operations and Post Flight and Taxi Phase.  
	Stay focused on the training at hand both on the ground and in the air.

	4.  Keep good situation awareness.  Keep an eye out for the other aircraft – both in the air and on the 	ground. In good weather other Aviators are out in force.  Stay alert.

	5.  Pilots and Observers call in ops normal every half hour through High Bird.  Remember the key call 	ins – Wheels up, in grid, ops status and RTB.  If you cannot establish communications, get up to 	altitude where you can talk to Mission Base.   If that fails, RTB.

	6.  Minimum mission altitude is 1,000’ AGL.  

	7.  Aircrew members.  If you do not feel comfortable about the situation.  If you don’t get a good vibe 	for what happening.  If you get sick in flight, call time out.  It’s the right of any aircrew member to call a 	time out.  Get up to a higher altitude, regroup and refocus.  If that doesn’t work – RTB.  

	8.  Do not hesitate to report any safety violations or unsafe conditions.  There is a chain of command.  	But when it comes to safety, you have access to anyone in the chain.  
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
