Must have and use seat belts. Must require use of car seats for 





infants and toddlers. Car seats will be provided by the (sponsor organization).

Willing to have children and small adults ride in the back seat if passenger side airbags are present and activated. 

For the purpose of state insurance, volunteer status begins at the time the volunteer leaves his/her home or other point of dispatch.

REQUIRED COMMITMENTS:
Must enjoy being with people and have desire to help with transportation of individuals with needs for special transportation.





Must follow volunteer Statement of Understanding.

JOB BENEFITS:
Satisfaction of working with persons in need. Reimbursement for mileage at the state’s current rate and other out-of-pocket expenses. Auto liability coverage over and above the policy amount carried by the Volunteer. Personal liability insurance at $1,000,000. Medical insurance though the State’s Workman’s Compensation program. Errors and Omissions insurance at $1,500,000. 
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
