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Cancelled: Weekend Lane Closures on Northbound I-405 in Kirkland 

KIRKLAND –The weather forecast for rain this weekend has forced crews working to widen I-405 in Kirkland to cancel this weekend’s planned paving work. “Striping lanes to prepare for the paving operation requires dry pavement. We will reschedule the work for next weekend,” said project engineer Roland Benito. 
Drivers no longer have to anticipate construction-related delays on northbound I-405 in Kirkland this weekend. 

· CANCELLED—Crews will close two northbound lanes between NE 85th and NE 116th streets around the clock from 5 a.m. Saturday to 10 p.m. Sunday. Three lanes will remain open to traffic. 

· CANCELLED—Friday and Sunday nights, crews will close up to four northbound I-405 lanes between NE 85th and NE 116th streets from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. to stripe lanes. The first lane will close at 9 p.m. with up to three lanes closed by midnight. At least one lane will remain open to traffic. 

· CANCELLED—Friday and Sunday nights, crews will close the northbound on-ramp from eastbound and westbound NE 85th Street and the northbound off-ramp to NE 116th Street from 9 p.m. each night to 5 a.m. each following morning to stripe lanes.
