Routine Maintenance Activities

WSDOT’s bridge structures and ferry terminals require on going maintenance to
protect the integrity of the infrastructure for the traveling public in accordance with
local, state and federal regulations.

The work includes, but not limited to, inspecting, cleaning, washing, painting, and
replacing of defective or damaged materials on WSDOTs bridge structures and
ferry terminals. Work below the Ordinary High Water Line will be limited to
temporary work or jacking platforms and removal of marine growth.

Activities will follow the requirements per WSDOT s permits and agreements with
the Department of Fish & Wildlife and the Department of Ecology.

We have evaluated these activities and found the work to be categorically exempt
from a SEPA threshold determination pursuant to WAC 468-12-800(1) (u).
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
