Actions:

= SSB 6001 establishes statewide GHG emissions reduction goals,
performance standards for baseload electric generation

= HB 1303 directs the state to analyze vehicle electrification, sets goal for all
state fleets to run on electricity or biofuel by 2015

= Executive Order 07-02 sets goals to reduce GHG emissions:
= 10 1990 levels by 2020
= to 25% below 1990 levels by 2035
= to 50% below 1990 levels by 2050
= by increasing clean energy sector jobs to 25,000 by 2020

= by reducing expenditures by 20% on imported fuel
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Washington State and Climate Change

Other Actions:

= Washington Clean Car Standards — adoption of California emissions
standards beginning with 2009 model year

= Agreement with British Columbia to reduce GHG emissions and collaborate
on clean technologies

= Participation in the Western Regional Climate Action Initiative and the
Climate Registry

= Washington Climate Challenge — engages business, community,
environmental and other groups to develop recommendations for reaching
emission reduction goals

= [Initiative 937 — large utilities required to meet 15% of their annual load with
renewable energy resources by 2020
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Local Jurisdictions and Climate Change

King County:

=  Global Warming Action Plan — goal to reduce emissions by 80% below
current levels by 2050

= Renewable Energy Order — renewable energy and efficiency
requirements

= GHG emissions included in State Environmental Policy Act reviews




Local Jurisdictions and Climate Change

Seattle:

Climate Action Plan — $37 million over the next two years for climate
protection actions such as expanded transit service, bicycle/pedestrian
facilities, fuel efficient fleets, business parternships and community
education

Participation in US Mayors Climate Protection Agreement

Seattle Climate Partnership — voluntary agreement among area
employers to take action to reduce their own emissions
