Re: Flow Control Exemption Criteria

We have reviewed the draft task reports submitted by Herrera Environmental Consultants and
Northwest Hydraulic Consultants on flow exemption criteria for western Washington. This
letter is intended to document Ecology’s position on the methods and recommendations of
those reports. '

We concur with the results and recommendations in Tasks AN-4 through AN-7. This includes:

e A 100 square mile drainage area as the minimum qualifying criterion before applying
other criteria to determine exempt stream segments.

e The build-out land cover change metric, the land use overlay analysis, and the GIS tool
to convert land use to land cover.

e The land cover change metric must be less than 55.4%. (Note: Our current
understanding is that all river segments upstream of any point that fails this criterion are
not eligible for a flow exemption.)

* Restrict the lands that can qualify for an exemption to those that lie within % mile of the
Ordinary High water Mark (OHW) of the exempt receiving water.

In regard to the %2 mile distance restriction, Ecology favors an interpretation that limits the
exemption to that portion of a project that lies within the ¥ mile distance. If a stormwater
discharge from a site includes water from outside the boundary, the discharge would not
qualify for the exemption. In addition, we favor application of the conditions for a direct
discharge exemption that are in Section 1.2.3. of King County’s 1998 Surface Water Drainage
Manual.
