 Extend the pavement of the Cedar River Trail.

S33a  SR 169 from Witte Road SE to SE 240th Street - $
Add a southbound travel lane and bike lane.

S38 SR 169 @ SR 516 (Kent Kangley, Four Corners) vicinity
Build a Lake Wilderness Trail crossing over SR 516 near SR 169.

S40  SR 169 from SR 516 to SE Green Valley Road vicinity - $
Improve the roadway shoulders to enhance safety and driver 
visibility. (Begins in Maple Valley segment and ends in Black 
Diamond segment)

S41  SR 169 @ SR 516 (also known as Kent Kangley Road,  
 Four Corners) - $

Widen the intersection of Kent Kangley Road and SR 169 to 
address bottleneck congestion. Provide bike and pedestrian access 
to improve safety.

S79  SR 169 @ 228th Avenue SE
Improve the intersection to enhance traffi c fl ow.  

 Specifi c intersection improvements will be determined 
 during the project design phase.

S80 SR 169 @ SE 271st Place
Improve the intersection to accommodate existing traffi c.  Specifi c 
intersection improvements will be determined during the project 
design phase.

ST44-2  SR 169 @ SE 240th Street
Provide transit stop improvements.  

ST44-3 SR 169 @ SE 264th Street 
Build sidewalks and provide transit improvements such as a bus 
shelter or bus pull-out.

ST44-5  SR 169 @ SE 280th Street - $
Build bus pull-outs and sidewalks.

Long-Term Improvements
L19 SR 169 from Jones Road (196th Avenue SE) to SR 516

Widen the roadway, consider managing access points for vehicles 
entering and exiting the corridor, build sidewalks in developed 
areas, and add bike lanes where parallel trails are not paved or 
available. Jones Road (196th Avenue SE) is a traffi c “bottleneck” 
location and these projects will address the congestion. (Begins in 
Cedar River segment and ends in Maple Valley segment)

L30  SR 169 @ Witte Road SE (SE Bain Road)
Conduct a geotechnical study on steep slopes near the corridor 
to identify and implement needed improvements. Build a truck 
climbing lane and improve shoulders.  These improvements will 
address the high accident corridor north of 218th Place SE to 
south of Witte Road SE and the existing traffi c congestion in the 
eastbound direction.  

L31  SR 169 @ Witte Road SE (SE Bain Road)
Improve the intersection and consolidate driveways to enhance 
traffi c fl ow and safety along the high accident corridor north of 

 218th Place SE to south of Witte Road SE. Specifi c intersection 
improvements will be determined during the project 

 design phase.

L32  SR 169 @ Wax Road SE
Improve the intersection to accommodate for future growth.

L33b  SR 169 from Witte Road SE to SE 240th Street - $ 
Improve the intersection to accommodate growth.  Improvements 
may include installing street lighting, improving signage and adding 
additional northbound travel lane(s).

L34*  SR 169 midblock between 231st Avenue SE 
 and SE 244th Street 

Link the Cedar River Trail and the Lake Wilderness Trail with an 
overpass or underpass road crossing.

L35 SR 169 @ 231st Avenue SE
Improve the intersection to accommodate future growth.  Specifi c 
intersection improvements will be determined during the project 
design phase.

L36 SR 169 @ SE 251st Street
Improve the intersection to accommodate future growth.  Specifi c 
intersection improvements will be determined during the project 
design phase.

L37 SR 169 @ SE 253rd Place
Improve the intersection to accommodate future growth.  Specifi c 
intersection improvements will be determined during the project 
design phase.

L39 SR 169 from SR 516 to Ravensdale Road
Repave or rebuild the roadway shoulders. (Begins in Maple Valley 
and ends in Black Diamond segment)

L42  SR 169 north of SE 291st  Street
Improve the intersection to accommodate future growth.  Specifi c 
intersection improvements will be determined during the project 
design phase.

L43 SR 169 near SE 291st Street vicinity
 Correct awkward intersection alignment, build bus pull-outs and 

install street lighting to improve safety and traffi c fl ow. (Begins in 
Maple Valley segment and ends in Black Diamond segment)

LT44-1 SR 169 @ SE 231st Street (Access to SR 18) - $ 
 Provide transit improvements for buses entering and exiting the 

park and ride lot.  Build a pedestrian walkway.

L73* Lake Wilderness Trail from Cedar River Trail to 
 Flaming Geyser State Park

Extend the Lake Wilderness Trail from the Cedar River Trail to 
 Flaming Geyser State Park. (Begins in Maple Valley segment and 

ends in Rural/Agricultural segment)

L81* SR 169 south of BNSF Railroad
 Build a new trail crossing and trail linking Cedar River Trail, the 
 Renton-Mount Rainier Trail, and Lake Sawyer Regional Park.

L83* SR 169 from SR 516 to BNSF Crossing
 Extend the Lake Wilderness Trail to the south and bridge the 
 BNSF Railroad.
 
L84 SR 169 from SR 516 to SE 288th Street
 Widen the roadway to accommodate for existing and future traffi c 

and to address the high accident corridor in this location. 
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
