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The Washington State Department of Transportation, in 
partnership with stakeholders in Kitsap and Mason counties, 
conducted a transportation study on 47 miles of highway 
on SR 3, SR 16 and US 101. We completed this study and 
have identifi ed and prioritized projects that will help address 
current safety and mobility issues and support anticipated 
employment and population growth in the region. 

The cross sections and details included here illustrate the 
corridor’s conceptual design upon funding and completion 
of all identifi ed projects.

US 101 from SR 102 to SR 3 and SR 3 from 
US 101 to Mason Lake Road
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Four-lane highway with a center median lane for left • 
turns.
