Get Involved in Local Coordinated Planning 

Human service programs frequently cite lack of transportation as their number one barrier to success.  One way to address this challenge is to get involved in local coordinated planning.  Local coordinated plans strive to make the best use of all available resources in order to provide more transportation services to more people.

Regional Transportation Planning Organizations (RTPOs) and Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) provide leadership for the coordinated planning processes.  Planning participants include public transportation providers, non-profit human services agencies, health providers, large employers, consumers, and advocates.

The plans identify each community’s unmet needs and develop transportation alternatives based on this information.  If you don’t get involved in your local planning process, your needs won’t be known.  Additionally, transportation projects that aren’t included in the plans are not eligible for Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) or Federal Transit Administration (FTA) funding.  

The next local coordinated plan review will happen fall/winter 2008.  To get involved in the planning process prior to the plan review, contact your RTPO/MPO.  Their phone numbers and email addresses are found on the other side of this paper.
